Aotea Quarter

1. MANA WHENUA

The quarter is profoundly important to mana
whenua, particularly the Waihorotiu Stream,
which was vital to Maori for gathering food and
capturing water close to ancient pa sites in Albert
Street and Albert Park. Animportant part of

the quarter’s vision is to better represent mana
whenua narratives and the important historic and
ecological stories of the area.

A series of collaborative hui with mana whenua
has resulted in the creation of this draft plan of
shared sites of cultural significance, which starts to
illustrate some of the features and events of the
quarter that are significant to Maori.

STREAM

The cultural significance plan will continue to be
developed through the consultation period.

This plan will also help enable the aspirations of
mana whenua as Treaty partners (with the Crown)
that may have a role in the development of the
city and Aotea Quarter, in accordance with the
principles of the Treaty of Waitangi.

(graves) when they built the Town
Hall.
